This time I wanted to include a lot more data I wanted people to look at so I did the main part of this data in an Excel spread sheet with a lot more data.
We have:
Each race with driver, percentage picked, and whether they were a top three pick.
Each race with scores from me, the so called expert, and the yahoo users. New for 2016.
Each race with driver and how many times they got in a top three percentage pick.  NEW for 2016
Each race with driver in rank form for points scored.  New for 2016
Each race with driver in score form for top three scores.  New for 2016
Each race with look at totals amount of times a group of drivers scored in a certain set of numbers.  New for 2016.
Each race with a look a top four qualifying data.  New for 2016.
For all drivers that were in the top three points wise I also included the full start and finish data for the whole year. New for 2016

With all this extra data dumped we can see more information on drivers and ones you may want to look at more closely in 2017.  I am hoping with this Excel spreadsheet we can find some trends if we run through this data for at least an extra year.

When it came to A list drivers they were equally as likely to score 90-99 points as they were 100 points plus.  That is what should occur.
When it came to B list drivers they were most likely to score 80-89 points.
 When it came to C list drivers they most likely scored 70-79 points, but this year C list drivers were way more quality this year than usual.
Drivers picked more than 30 times in 2016:
Chase Elliott--36
Ryan Blaney--36
Kevin Harvick--32
Both Chase and Ryan were C list drivers, but Chase was no ordinary C list driver as he had 10 top 5's!  Chase driving in the #24 car sure did help.
Ryan Blaney was in the #21 car which was a full time ride for the first time in a very long time. He even pulled in 9 top 10's.  
Kevin Harvick though was the only on that list to have been picked more than 30 times in 2015.  He did have a lousier season in 2016 though with 5 less top 5 finishes.

Now when it comes to C list drivers and top tens from 2010 through 2015  only A.J. Allmendinger in 2010 and Kyle Larson in 2014 were really solid and getting at least nine top tens in one season.
Drivers to be in the top three of points scoring over 20 times this season
Chase Elliott-28 times
Ryan Blaney-22 Times.
Drivers to have been perfectly picked by the users:
Carl Edwards --B list driver
Brad Keselowski --A list driver

Each one was picked 15-16 times this season, every single time as a top three percentage pick they scored top three in the points,  and each have at least 9 days scoring at least 90 points.
Most underused A list driver:
Denny Hamlin; 2 times
2 times top three picked percentage wise, but at least nine times scored 90 plus points.
The other two underused A list drivers were Joey Logano and Kurt Busch. 
Most under used B list driver:
NONE.  Not really expecting that to change anytime soon.
Most under used C list driver:
Chris Buescher:  1 times
Twice scored the most points, but both times was under 7% picked.  4 times was only third best C list pick.
Most unused B list driver:
Danica Patrick who was a C list driver in 2015.  Not even liked enough once for a top three pick percentage wise and not even one top ten all season long.
B list drivers getting at least 10 top three scoring apperances:
Martin truex Jr: 19 times
Carl Edwards: 16 times
Kyle Larson: 13 times
Kasey Kahne: 10 times
Austin Dillion: 10 times
Although only 8 B list drivers were really loved by the yahoo users only five of them were super hot points wise.  14 B list drivers though did get a top three fantasy points day though.

Out of 324 possible top three picks for Yahoo users:
2015: 137 top three picks
2016: 142 top three picks
In 2016 we even had one 0 right day and still the yahoo users were able to get more, but not by much a few more top three scorers
Times Yahoo users scored 350 points or more:
2015: 1
2016: 5
The yahoo users were WAYY more accurate scoring a ton of points.  This was partially due to the high quality C list picks this year.
On the flip side yahoo users scoring 249 points or less:
2015:
200-249 -11	
Under 200 -8

2016:
200-249  -6	
Under 200 -6

They really cleaned up this year on lousy picks, but the main reason for the improvement was the high quality of C list picks.

Complete misses by the Yahoo users:
Week-1--Daytona:
4 drivers right and scored under 200.

Week-29--Dover
4 drivers right and scored under 200
 
Times people got all C list picks right:
2016: 6 times. 
In 2015 that only occurred just once.  The C list picks in 2016 were just that much easier to pick.
Qualifying data:
For qualifying data were are only looking at the top four positions as those are the only ones that can get bonus points. 
Every single A list driver listed with a top three point scoring day qualified in the top 4 at least 3  times
The only B list driver to score in the top 3 in points and never qualify in top 4 was Clint Bowyer.  Only Carl Edwards and Martin Truex Jr. had over 10 top 4 qualifying days.  After that no B list driver got over 5.
For The C list drivers only Chase Elliott, Brian Vickers, Ryan Blaney, and Alex Bowman got a top 4 qualifying day.  Chase Elliott though was the only one to get over 5 days with a top 4 qualifying day.  C list drivers as whole have trouble getting a top 4 start as expected.
